LESSON AT A GLANCE 

 

I lived for a time in a small farming community. I wasn’t on a farm, but all my friends were. I learned from them a great deal 

about planting and harvesting. When it comes to planting, you’ll almost always overspread seeds. If you hold back from 

putting them out there, you’ll find that by harvest time you won’t get a great return. 

When it comes to generosity, the same is true. If we hold back from being generous, we miss out on the amazing returns that 

could have come our way. 

Read 2 Corinthians 9:6–14. Paul understood this principle: We’re to be generous with our time, talent, and treasure the 

way God is generous with His love for us. 

There’s also a second principle with generosity that has to do with our heart attitude: “God loves a cheerful giver” (2 

Corinthians 9:7). If we give grudgingly, we can miss the gifts God desires for us. Still, we all struggle sometimes. My 

encouragement? Give anyway. What I’ve realized is that if I give God all I have, even when my heart doesn’t feel all that 

grateful, God takes my little and turns it into abundance. Because that is who God is! 

Is there something you’re only releasing a little of? Give God all of it, and see what He does!

WHO? 

The Corinthian assembly of Jesus’ followers were prone to create divisions between people of 

different economic status. Paul writes to them with care, using rhetoric to build them up and prompt 

the desire to give generously. 

WHAT? 

The collection Paul mentions comes up elsewhere too (see Romans 15:25–26). Paul planned this 

effort to help the poor of Jerusalem, and he saw a financial gift as a way for Gentiles to bless the 

people of Israel, showing their unity in Christ. 

WHERE? 

As the capital of the region of Achaia, Corinth was a wealthy city by ancient standards. It had a 

thriving mercantile industry, where Paul earned a living as a tentmaker according to Acts 18:3. 

WHEN? 

There isn’t a consensus for dating 2 Corinthians, but Paul would have likely exchanged letters with 

the Corinthians in the AD 40s and early 50s. The collection Paul successfully brought to Jerusalem 

precipitated his arrest, which eventually brought him to Rome. 

CONNECTING TO GOD’S BIG STORY 

Jesus is careful to warn His followers, “You can’t serve God and money at the same time” (Matthew 

6:24). Followers of Christ are commanded to help the poor and share from material abundance, since 

wealth can only come from God.

SUPPLIES: 3 types of coins (real or fake), bowls (3, same size), coloring utensils 

Wonder Ink RESOURCES: Generosity and Cheerful Giving Coloring Sheet (1 per kid) 

Greet kids warmly as they arrive and briefly explain the play stations. Invite them to play at any of the play 

stations. 

Welcome to church! While we’re getting ready to start, you can play at any of these stations to help you get 

ready for our lesson today. Do you have any ideas about what we’ll be learning today? 

 

Play Station: Coin Sorting 

Set-up: Gather three types of coins (real or fake) to sort. Set out three bowls. You might want to place a coin or 

tape a sample coin in front of each bowl for kids to identify. 

Play: Encourage kids to sort the coins by putting each one in its corresponding bowl. Once all coins are sorted, 

dump them out and start again! 

 

 
Play Station: Generosity and Cheerful Giving Coloring Sheet 

Set-up: Print one copy per kid of the Coloring Sheet. Set out the Coloring Sheets and coloring utensils. 
 

Play: Let the kids color. The kids can also turn the sheet over and draw a toy or gift they can share with others. 
 

 

Leader Tip: Be sure to keep a close eye on this station so kids don’t put coins in their mouths.

Ask: Why is the Bible important? Because it is God’s word. Everything in it is true. It really happened.

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take your many gifts to the people who need them. And they will give thanks to God.  

12Your gifts meet the needs of God’s people. And that’s not all. Your gifts also cause many people to thank God.  

13You have shown yourselves to be worth by what you have given. So people will praise God because you obey him. That 
proves that you really believe the good news about Christ.  They will also praise God because you share freely with them 
and everyone else.  14Their hearts will be filled with longing for you when they pray for you. God has given you grace that is 
better than anything.  

Summary: 

Paul, who was one of Jesus’ followers, wrote letters to the early church to help them follow Jesus. The book of 2 
Corinthians is a letter Paul wrote to people who lived in the city of Corinth. Paul told them that, above all, showing one 
another love would make them more like Jesus.  

It’s easy and good for most of us to show love and care for people who are close to us. But it is a little harder to show love 
and generosity to strangers. To remind us that God wants us to love all people, I have a card to share with you. (Show the 
heart card.) Paul wanted the Corinthians to love and help people they didn’t even know! The heart reminds us of this.  

Paul had a plan to collect money, or an offering, to help the people who were poor in Jerusalem, which was another city. 
Paul wanted the Corinthians to share their money, and I have another card I want to share with you! (Show the coin 
card). The money picture reminds us that Paul wanted the Corinthians to share money with people they had never met.  

Why would anyone do that? Paul says, “Here is something to remember. The one who plants only a little will gather only a 
little. And the one who plants a lot will gather a lot. Each of you should give what you have decided in your heart to give. 
You shouldn’t give if you don’t want to. You shouldn’t give because you are forced to. God loves a cheerful giver” (2 
Corinthians 9:6–7). To remind us how God loves a cheerful giver, you can smile at someone! Cheerful means being happy! 
(Show the smiley face card.) 

Imagine that a farmer wanted to grow wheat in a field. To do that, the farmer would need to plant a lot of seeds instead of 
keeping all of them. Paul says giving to others is like planting seeds. Paul tells the Corinthians that God will give them what 
they need and give them lots of good things when they share with others. To remind us to plant seeds of generosity, like a 
farmer planting seeds, here is a seed card! (Show the seed card).  

We can remember that God is the One who gives us everything we have in the first place. God does not give us gifts and 
blessings just for us to hold on to our gifts and not share them. To help us remember that God gives us good gifts because 
He is generous to us, and we can share with others, let’s turn our cards over. What do you see when we put the pieces 
together?  It’s a gift! The gift reminds us that God gives us gifts generously and that we can share with others! 

Generosity means we share happily with others. Generosity will allow others to thank God. It reminds the world that God is 
the Creator and giver of everything we need. We cannot do anything to repay God’s generosity, but we can do our best to 
follow and do what Jesus did. Jesus did not focus on His own needs, but He put the needs of others ahead of His own.

SUPPLIES: painter’s tape, small balls  (at least 1 per kid) 

 
 

Before the game, tape a line down the middle of the room. Place all the balls (or paper wads) along the line. Divide 

the group into two teams with the teams on either side of the tape. The goal is to “give” the other team more balls 

than they have on their side of the room. 

Let’s practice giving but in a silly way this time! When I say, “Go,” try to give as many balls as you can to 

the opposite team. When I say, “Stop,” freeze and count how many balls are on either side of the tape. 

Whoever has given away more balls—that means the team that has fewer on their side—wins! 

Let kids know they can only roll the balls along the ground to move them from one side to the other. Play for about
